How much we miss you, our prayers are with you. I informed you in one of my letters
about my intended visit this summer, things have not been favourable to it and so [ have

postponed it to next year.

We are well and the Lord has been taking care of us through you and our chil([ren. Those
there are doing well with their husbands (one of them, you know, lost her husband
through death and another one through divorce of unfaithful husband) and children: The
only one here with us is doing well with her husband and children. The most interesting
thing is that all of us are Christians. Three of our grand-children have graduated from
University, one started last year, the rest are in Primary, Junior and High Schools, we

thank God for them.

Normal activities continue as usual- house to house evangelism, lectureships, buri'als,
visits, Sunday Worship, Midwesk Bible Study. preachers gathering. Some of cur young
preachers died and some others lost their wives. My late mother-in-law was buried on
June 26. More than one thousand people were in attendance- friends, in-laws, members

of the church and sundry. We were happy that everything went well to the glony.of God.

Now about the small congregation we are trying to build up. The few of us are trying to
make a little impact in the neighbourhood. One case is particularly worthmeniioning.
For a long time we have been talking to a widow and her son. This time she became
sick. She didn’t seem to have anyone to help her but we encouraged her to go to the

hospital, the few of us showed great concern- visiting her in the hospital, praying for

her. She sold some of their properties, some relations responded and we also did. Thanks
to God that her surgery went well and she recovered. We continued visiting her at home.
One Sunday she and her son came to thank us for our concern, and since then she has .
been attending our worship services. The last time we, as usual inquired of the son she

said, help me in talking to him, he hasn’t quite seen the need to become a worshipper.

We have one great need, I told you how difficult it was for us to find a meeting pléce.
Where we are now is not conducive and people do not like to come there for church
worship. So, we are appealing to you to help us to set up a place of our own. It will not
he like what you have there, with ten thousand dollars we wiil be able to secure a land
and set up a building of the size we have in mind. In the cities churches rent halls for
worship but we are in the village where there are mostly individual living houses and
people don’t like coming to such places for worship. Please appeal to the congregation
and individuals that can help us, on our behalf. We want to do everything we can to see
that this congregation stands, to the glory of God. We know economy is bad generally .
and that you have other places you support, but if there is a way you can accommodate
us, it will certairily be to God’s glory. It doesn’t have to happen this year, just whene\;er

it can fit into your schedule. It is a worthy cause and we will be praying for you.

The second request concerns our preacher. He came here with a very old motorcycle
and we have been trying to put it in order since then. At last the mechanic has written it
off saying that continuing to repair it will be waste of money and mobility is very
necessary for him. About One Thousand dollars will fetch him ancther one, so nlease

help us.

Situation of things in Nigeria is still very bad. We are yet to have leaders who will

concern themselves with the suffering of the citizens, therefore be honest, transparent,
and follow justice in all they do; please continue to pray for us.
